



NOTARY COMPLAINT PROCESS

I started creating this process in February 2010. The first complaint was filed by Ryan Safar without an attorney on July 7, 2010. That notary’s commission was the first revocation and occurred on December 6, 2010 (5 months later). The average time for a pro se to receive an answer is several (aprox. 5) months. Kevin, the attorney, has received notification within 3 days. Revocation thru attorney takes about 2 months now. The complaint can be certified or registered mailed with return receipt, but using a process server can greatly reduce the time.
In some states its better to contact the notary first, which starts the clock, and let the notary ignore you or respond negatively. Then contact the SOS and use the failure to respond or negative response as pressure. 

The theory is the same as cops use; the notary is the bottom rung of the ladder, destroy them and the ladder collapses. Just like a cop busts a drug user to get them to: roll on the dealer, who rolls on the distributor, who rolls on the boss, etc. Once busted, the notary can help us or be held financially and possibly criminally liable for the client’s losses. 

Filing and/or recording false and/or forged documents in a public office is a felony in every state. Invalid notarization makes the document false. Pursuant to 18 USC § 4, you are required to notify an official when you discover the felony of the recording of false documents. 
Maxims: An accessory follows the nature of his principal. 3 Co. Inst. 349.     It is not theft where the commencement of the detention arises through the owner of the thing. 3 Co. Inst. 107.

Our process is simple:
Anyone can do the notary complaint without an attorney, but the fee is minimal and the SOS acts within days when they here from an attorney and it can take months without one.
Kevin charges $250 per and pays the paralegals $50 per. Client MUST have found all the issues and supply all document copies. Extra charges if we research for errors. Certified copies not needed.
