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PLEA AGREEMENT, ADVISEMENT PURSUANT TO CRIMINAL PROCEDURE
RULE 11 AND PLEA OF GUILTY

1. STATEMENT OF PLEA AGREEMENT
a. The Defendant will plead guilty to Count 3
All remaining counts in this case will be dismissed. The sentence agreement for this case 1s:

The sentence in Count 3 is to be credit for time served in the Boulder County jail.

There are specific additional agreements regarding this disposition, which are agreed to by the
Defendant and the People: There is not a factual basis for Added Count 3; it was added so
Defendant could take advantage of a plea bargain reduction in the level of charges.

b. CULPABILITY AND ACCOUNTABILITY

A crime is committed when a defendant has committed a voluntary act prohibited by law
accompanied by a culpable mental state. Voluntary act means an act performed consciously as a
result of effort or determination. Culpable mental state means (1) intentionally or with intent; (2)
knowingly or willfully; (3) recklessly; or (4) with criminal negligence. Each criminal offense has
a mental state that must be proved beyond a reasonable doubt at trial. The mental states are listed
below.
